Paul Lennon Gone, Pulp Mill Must Follow 
GetUp members urge David Bartlett 

  
GetUp is urging David Bartlett, the likely new Tasmanian Premier, to distance himself from 
the unprecedentedly unpopular Paul Lennon by abandoning his controversial pulp mill. 
 
“Paul Lennon relentlessly pursued the construction of this pulp mill – and that has in no 
small part contributed to his undoing. If the new Premier hopes to turns his party!s fortunes 
around he must immediately abandon support for the mill,” said GetUp Executive Director 
Brett Solomon. 
 
“Lennon's departure makes way for a new Tasmania - a Tasmania with a healthy 
democracy, a Tasmania that puts its economic, social and environmental wellbeing above 
corporate interests: a Tasmania free of Gunns' pulp mill.” 
 
“The new Tasmanian Premier should be in no doubt as to the mill!s unpopularity around 
the nation – Australians from Darwin to the Derwent are turning their eyes to David Bartlett 
to see Tasmania a state we are all proud to be part of our federation; a state without this 
pulp mill.” 
 
Tasmanian GetUp members are today writing directly to David Bartlett to express their 
hope he jettisons the project. Already over 25,000 GetUp members nationwide made 
individual submissions to the federal EPBC inquiry last year, and over 30,000 emailed their 
concerns to potential financier ANZ. 
 
“Lennon!s premiership raised serious questions over the state of Tasmania!s democracy – 
allegation of improper conduct followed allegation of improper conduct, and many of these 
concerns surrounded the pulp mill and Gunns! political influence. The new Premier has an 
opportunity to break with that past and put this pulp mill chapter to bed,” said Mr Solomon.
